The subjunctive represents a thing as contin-
gent or uncertain, as under a condition, motion,
wisk, supposition, &e,, and is preceded_by a Con.-
junction, expressed or understood, and attended
by another Verb; as, I will respect him, though
he chide me; were he good, he would be happy ;
that is, if he were good.

The infinitive mood expresses a thing in a
general and unlimited manner, without any dis-
tinction of number or person: to ask, to gpeak,
to be feared.

The participle is a certain form of the Verb,
and derives its name from its participating, not
ouly the properties of a Verb, but also those of
an Adjective ; as, I am desirous of knowing
